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AVALIACAO DAS INTERNACOES POR CONDICOES SENSIVEIS A ATENCAO
PRIMARIA NO HOSPITAL UNIVERSITARIO ALCIDES CARNEIRO

RESUMO

Objetivo: Tracar o perfil epidemioldgico das Internagdes por Condi¢cdes Sensiveis a
Atencdo Primaria (ICSAP) em adultos e idosos, no Hospital Universitario Alcides
Carneiro (HUAC) em Campina Grande, Paraiba, Brasil. Método: Trata-se de um
estudo transversal realizado com uma amostra de adultos e idosos correspondente
ao total de internacBes ocorridas durante o periodo de coleta de dados. O desfecho
do estudo foi a “Internacao por Condi¢des Sensiveis a Atencdo Primaria — ICSAP”,
obtida a partir dos diagnésticos clinicos presentes nas Autorizagdo de Internacéo
Hospitalar (AIHs) e/ou Prontuarios Médicos. As variaveis independentes foram: as
condi¢cdes sociodemograficas; os atributos da Atencdo Priméria a Saude (APS); a
trajetéria do cuidado. A coleta de dados foi feita por meio de entrevista e com um
guestionario padronizado. Foi empregada andlises estatisticas descritivas e
inferenciais. Resultados: Entre 196 internacdes avaliadas, 47 (24,0%) foram
classificadas como ICSAP. Entre as varidveis demograficas apenas a situagao
laboral esteve associada as ICSAP (p<0,05). A Média e Alta Complexidade foram as
principais responsaveis pelos encaminhamentos para as internacdes hospitalares. A
acessibilidade se mostrou comprometida em ambos os grupos estudados. O tempo
médio entre os primeiros sintomas e o primeiro atendimento no servico de saude,
bem como em relacédo a hospitalizacdo apresentou diferencas significativas entre os
grupos. Conclusfes: o0s resultados mostram que variaveis sociodemograficas,
atributos da APS e os percursos realizados pela familia até a internacdo hospitalar
séo fatores importantes na avaliacado das ICSAP.
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EVALUATION OF HOSPITALIZATIONS FOR CONDITIONS SENSITIVE TO

ABSTRACT

Objective: To outline the epidemiological profile of Hospitalizations for Primary Care
Sensitive Conditions (ICSAP) in adults and elderly people, at the Hospital
Universitario Alcides Carneiro (HUAC) in Campina Grande, Paraiba, Brazil. Method:
This is a cross-sectional study carried out with a sample of adults and elderly people
corresponding to the total number of hospitalizations that occurred during the data
collection period. The outcome of the study was “Admission for Primary Care
Sensitive Conditions — ICSAP”, obtained from the clinical diagnoses present in the
Hospital Admission Authorization (AIHs) and/or Medical Records. The independent
variables were: sociodemographic conditions; the attributes of Primary Health Care
(PHC); the trajectory of care. Data collection was done through interviews and a
standardized questionnaire. Descriptive and inferential statistical analyzes were
used. Results: Among 196 hospitalizations evaluated, 47 (24.0%) were classified as
ACSC. Among the demographic variables, only employment status was associated
with ACSC (p<0.05). Medium and High Complexity were mainly responsible for
referrals to hospital admission. Accessibility was compromised in both groups
studied. The average time between the first symptoms and the first visit to the health
service, as well as in relation to hospitalization, showed significant differences
between the groups. Conclusions: the results show that sociodemographic
variables, PHC attributes and the journeys taken by the family to hospital admission
are important factors in the assessment of ACSC.
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
