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RESUMO

A pesquisa tem como objetivo geral analisar os fatores de éxito em
experiéncias de ensino que envolvam praticas de linguagens indicadas por
professores da educagao basica durante o ERE (Ensino Remoto Emergencial). Para
alcanga-lo, seguimos trés objetivos especificos, a saber: (1) Documentar a avaliagéo
docente relativa a fatores propiciadores de experiéncias de ensino exitosas com
praticas de linguagem, em componentes da educagdo basica, na modalidade
presencial e/ou hibrida de ensino, no periodo pds-pandémico; (2) Identificar fatores
relacionados a docéncia que influenciaram a realizacdo de experiéncias exitosas
com praticas de linguagem, indicadas por professores/as da educagao basica, na
modalidade remota e (3) relacionar os fatores de éxito ao prescrito pela BNCC ou
pela PCEP. Quanto ao método, trata-se de uma pesquisa exploratéria, realizada a
partir de uma metodologia de pesquisa narrativa em que os dados s&o gerados a
partir de entrevistas semi-estruturadas com os professores contatados. Os
resultados indiciaram a iniciativa dos professores de(re)adaptarem suas
metodologias e praticas de linguagem a um ambiente virtual, cuja interacao
mostrava-se reduzida ou inexistente, quando em cenarios de vulnerabilidade
econdmica, por falta de internet. Notou-se a presenca das praticas de leitura e
escrita reportadas em todas as narrativas. Ja as praticas de oralidade, em virtude do
contexto de ERE, nado foram representativas. Conclui-se que a investigagcao
possibilita um novo olhar para o ERE, construindo um repositério de praticas bem
sucedidas na educacéo basica.
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FROM REMOTE TO FACE-TO-FACE: DIDACTIC TRANSPOSITION OF
LANGUAGE PRACTICES IN THE BASIC EDUCATION

ABSTRACT

The resarch has a main objective to analyze the factors of success in
experiences of teaching that involve practices of languages shown by teachers of the
basic education during the ERT (Emergency Remote Teaching). For reaches it, we
will follow three specific objectives, to follow.: (1) To document the teaching
evaluation related to the providing factors of successful teaching experiences with
practices of languages in basic education components, in the present modality and/or
hybrid of teaching, in the post-pandemic period; (2) To identify factors related to the
teaching that influenced the realization of successful experiences with language
practices, indicated by teachers of the basic education, in the remote modality and
(3) to relate the factors of successful to the prescribed to the BNCC or to the PCEP.
About the method, this is exploratory research, carried out from a research
methodology where the data is generated from semi-structured interviews with the
contacted professors. The results indicated the initiative of the teachers to (re)adapt
their methodologies and language practices to the virtual environment, whose
interaction showed reduced or non-existent, when in vulnerability economic
scenarios, due to lack of internet. It is noted the presence of the reported reading and
writing practices in all narratives. About the orality practices, from the social
background of the ERT, they were not representative. It is concluded that the
investigation enables a new light to the ERT, constructing a repository of well-
succeed practices in the basic education.
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
