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RESUMO

O presente trabalho insere-se em uma pesquisa mais ampla sobre o processo de
reforma da gestdo das redes municipais de ensino paraibanas, no periodo pos
aprovacgao dos Planos Municipais de Educacao (2015 a 2023), tendo como objetivo
central mapear as parcerias publico-privadas e iniciativas de cunho privatista
existentes nas redes municipais de ensino do estado da Paraiba e seus principais
agentes, prioridades e areas envolvidas. A metodologia consiste no levantamento
bibliografico e na revisdo da produgdo académica; também fizemos a analise de
alguns dados do questionario eletrénico aplicado pelo GPPGE, para coletar
respostas dos secretarios(as) municipais de educacdo dos 223 municipios
paraibanos sobre o tema. Das 70 respostas analisadas, constata-se que pouco mais
da metade dos municipios firma convénios, sendo que a maioria relata a presenca
de organizagdes privadas. Contata-se também que a principal dimensao privatizada
por meio dessas parcerias € a do curriculo, porém, a gestdo também é bastante
afetada. Os principais atores privados presentes nos municipios sao: Fundagao
Lemann, Instituto Natura, Associagdo Bem Comum e Instituto Alpargatas. Ja4 em
relacdo a contratacdo de servicos, foram mapeadas 12 empresas com diferentes
focos de atuagao, como: servigos de assessoria, realizagdo de processos seletivos,
fornecimento de plataformas digitais, entre outras. Conclui-se que as redes
municipais paraibanas sao afetadas por esse movimento global de reforma
educacional, que induz a processos de privatizagdo e que ocorre, a0 mesmo tempo,
processos de disputa e conciliagdo entre interesses publicos e privados, sendo
necessario seguir analisando como isso interfere na garantia do direito a educacgao.
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ABSTRACT

This study is part of a broader research project on the process of reforming the
management of municipal education networks in Paraiba, in the period following the
approval of the Municipal Education Plans (2015 to 2023), with the main objective of
mapping the public-private partnerships and privatization initiatives that exist in the
municipal education networks of the state of Paraiba and their main agents, priorities,
and areas involved. The methodology consists of a bibliographic survey and a review
of academic production; we also analyzed some data from the electronic
questionnaire applied by the GPPGE, to collect responses from the municipal
secretaries of education of the 223 municipalities in Paraiba on this subject. Of the
70 verified responses, it was found that just over half of the municipalities signed
agreements, with the majority reporting the presence of private organizations. It was
also found that the main dimension privatized through these partnerships is the
curriculum, however, management is also significantly affected. The main private
actors present in the municipalities are: Fundagcdo Lemann, Instituto Natura,
Associacdo Bem Comum and Instituto Alpargatas. Regarding the contracting of
services, 12 companies with different areas of activity were mapped, such as:
advisory services, conducting selection processes, providing digital platforms, among
others. It is concluded that the municipal education of Paraiba are affected by this
global movement of educational reform, which leads to privatization processes and,
at the same time, processes of dispute and conciliation between public and private
interests occur, making it necessary to continue analyzing how this interferes with the
guarantee of the right to education.
