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RESUMO

Esta pesquisa objetiva analisar e compreender concepc¢des tedrico/praticas sobre
a pesquisa na graduacao nas acoes formativas da Associacdo Internacional de
Pesquisa na Graduacdo em Pedagogia (AINPGP). No Brasil, a discussao
académica sobre a pesquisa na graduacao consiste em um debate ainda fragilizado,
pouco privilegiado na academia e fora dela. Isso ocorre em virtude da cultura
académica, historicamente, focar sua atencdo as pesquisas desenvolvidas nos
espacos da poés-graduacdo. A pesquisa se fez qualitativa por adotar como
procedimento de coleta de dados, a analise documental e a entrevista
semiestruturada e como técnica de analise dos dados, a analise de discurso.
Identificou-se que a AINPGP realiza acbes de socializacdo e producdo do
conhecimento sobre a pesquisa na graduacdo e que tem como acao principal a
realizacdo dos Foruns Internacionais de Pedagogia (FIPED), que tem como filosofia
a inclusdo e a diversidade de graduandos/as e campus universitarios na discussao
acerca da pesquisa na graduacdo. Suas acfes contribuem tanto para a valorizacéo
do conhecimento cientifico produzido na graduacdo, quanto para a producdo e
socializacdo do conhecimento sobre a pesquisa na graduacdo, mas visam,
sobretudo, proporcionar a graduandos/as do “Brasil Profundo” uma experiéncia
formativa na/para a pesquisa. Para isso, mobiliza saberes oriundos do ensino, da
pesquisa e da extensdo, de maneira a concebé-los como espacos de pesquisa que
proporcionam aos/as graduandos/as a formacado inicial para a pesquisa e aos/as
docentes, a realizacdo de pesquisa na graduagao.
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ABSTRACT

This research aims to analyze and understand theoretical and practical concepts
about undergraduate research in the training activities of the International
Association for Research in Undergraduate Studies in Pedagogy (AINPGP). In Brazil,
the academic discussion about undergraduate research is still a fragile debate, little
privileged in academia and beyond. This occurs because academic culture has
historically focused its attention on research developed in graduate settings. The
research was qualitative by adopting document analysis and semi-structured
interviews as data collection procedures, and discourse analysis as data analysis
technique. It was identified that the AINPGP carries out actions to socialize and
produce knowledge about undergraduate research and that its main action is the
organization of the International Pedagogy Forums (FIPED), whose philosophy is the
inclusion and diversity of undergraduate students and university campuses in the
discussion about undergraduate research. Its actions contribute both to the
valorization of scientific knowledge produced in undergraduate courses and to the
production and socialization of knowledge about undergraduate research, but they
aim, above all, to provide undergraduates from “Deep Brazil” with a formative
experience in/for research. To this end, it mobilizes knowledge from teaching,
research and extension, in order to conceive them as research spaces that provide
undergraduates with initial training for research and teachers with the ability to
conduct undergraduate research.
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
