RESUMO

A saude planetaria, um campo transdisciplinar em ascensdo, concentra-se na
avaliacdo dos impactos das mudangas ambientais globais na saude humana. Diante
desse cenario, profissionais de saude devem estar aptos a abordar questbes de
saude planetaria tanto no ambito individual quanto coletivo. Este estudo teve como
propésito investigar a percepgao de profissionais de saude do municipio de Cuité-PB
em relagdo aos efeitos da emergéncia climatica e da crise ambiental na saude
humana. A pesquisa empregou uma metodologia quanti-qualitativa de natureza
descritiva-exploratéria para avaliar como os profissionais de saude percebem a
conexao entre questdes ambientais e a saude humana. Treze profissionais de saude
com formacgéo superior, todos do sexo feminino, participaram voluntariamente do
estudo. Os resultados indicam que 100% dos participantes reconhecem a relagéo
entre meio ambiente e saude. No entanto, embora 85% destaquem a necessidade
ou importancia de discutir temas ambientais com a comunidade em suas praticas
diarias, observou-se que eles ndo possuem conhecimento sobre as Metas de
Desenvolvimento Sustentavel (ODS), mesmo que o municipio alcance um indice de
84,4% no que diz respeito a ODS 3 - Saude. Portanto, conclui-se que a saude
ambiental ainda ndo esta disseminada entre esses profissionais, embora
reconhegam sua relevancia e acreditem na importancia de compartilhar informagdes
com a populacéo para melhorar as condi¢coes de saude na comunidade.
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EVALUATION OF THE HEALTHCARE PROFESSIONAL AS AN AGENT
PROMOTING ENVIRONMENTAL CARE.

ABSTRACT

Planetary health is a burgeoning transdisciplinary field of study that focuses on
the impacts of global environmental changes on human health. Within this context,
healthcare professionals must possess the capacity to address planetary health
issues within both individual and collective contexts. Consequently, this project aimed
to assess the perception of healthcare professionals in the municipality of Cuité-PB
regarding the impacts of climate emergency and environmental crisis on human
health. The methodology employed was a quantitative-qualitative descriptive
exploratory study, which evaluated healthcare professionals' perceptions of the
relationship between environmental issues and human health. Thirteen highly-
educated healthcare professionals, all of whom were female, voluntarily participated
in the research. Results revealed that 100% of the participants recognized the
connection between the environment and health. In their daily practices, 85%
emphasized the necessity or importance of discussing environmental issues with the
community. However, it was observed that the interviewees lacked knowledge about
the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs), even though the municipality achieved
an 84.4% score for SDG 3 - Health. Thus, it is concluded that the topic of
environmental health is not yet widely disseminated among these professionals,
despite their understanding of its significance and belief in the need to disseminate
this subject within the community to enhance overall health conditions.
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
