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PERCEPCAO DOS AGENTES COMUNITéRIOS DE SAUDE SOBRE A SAUDE
PLANETARIA.
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RESUMO

A saude planetaria pode ser definida como um campo que investiga as
interdependéncias entre meio ambiente e saude humana. Assim sendo, essa
pesquisa teve como objetivo conhecer e avaliar a percepgdo dos Agentes
Comunitarios de Saude (ACS) do Municipio de Cuité - PB, sobre a relagdo entre
meio ambiente e a saude da comunidade, a fim de observar se esses trabalhadores
da saude podem exercer um papel mais ativo no cuidado ambiental. Tratou-se de
um estudo exploratorio-descritivo de abordagem quanti-qualitativa desenvolvido com
12 ACS atuantes na zona urbana, dos quais 75% eram do género feminino. Os
resultados demonstraram que os participantes possuem uma compreensdo da
relacdo entre meio ambiente e saude humana, destacando a falta de acesso a agua
limpa e potavel como fator contribuinte para um aumento nas doengas na
populagao, incluindo arboviroses. Essa percepcdo foi corroborada pela analise do
indice municipal em relacdo as metas dos Objetivos de Desenvolvimento
Sustentavel (ODS), que revelou um indice de 0,0% para a questdo de Agua Potavel
e Saneamento Basico. Portanto, conclui-se que, apesar de os ACS compreenderem
a relacao entre meio ambiente e saude, € necessario promover uma disseminagao
mais abrangente desse conhecimento entre esses profissionais para que possam
orientar efetivamente a comunidade nesse sentido.
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COMMUNITY HEALTH AGENTS’ PERCEPTION OF PLANETARY HEALTH

ABSTRACT

Planetary health can be defined as a field that investigates the interdependencies
between the environment and human health. Therefore, this research aimed to
understand and evaluate the perception of Community Health Agents (ACS) from the
Municipality of Cuité - PB, on the relationship between the environment and
community health, in order to observe whether these health workers can play a more
active role in environmental care. This was an exploratory-descriptive study with a
quantitative and qualitative approach developed with 12 ACSs working in urban
areas, of which 75% were female. The results demonstrated that participants have
an understanding of the relationship between the environment and human health,
highlighting the lack of access to clean, potable water as a contributing factor to an
increase in diseases in the population, including arboviruses. This perception was
corroborated by the analysis of the municipal index in relation to the targets of the
Sustainable Development Goals, which revealed an index of 0.0% for the issue of
Drinking Water and Basic Sanitation. Therefore, it is concluded that, although ACSs
understand the relationship between environment and health, it is necessary to
promote a more comprehensive dissemination of this knowledge among these
professionals so that they can effectively guide the community in this regard.
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
