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RESUMO

A problemética principal desse trabalho se desenvolve em torno dos cuidados
de saude bucal com o publico infantil, sobretudo das classes populares,
estabelecidos pelo saber-poder e manifesto pelo discurso autorizado da classe
meédico-odontdloga. Congregando-se sob a Federacdo Odontolégica Latino
Americana (F.O.L.A)) os cirurgides dentistas da Ameérica Latina empreenderam
verdadeira cruzada em prol do saneamento das cavidades bucais no inicio do séc.
XX. Os desejos de modernidade, tdo presentes nas republicas latinas nesse
periodo, impuseram as elites intelectuais e aos governos o ideal de construcéo de
novas nacgdes, compostas por individuos saneados, belos, fortes, capazes de
promover o desenvolvimento de seus paises. O saber médico, impulsionado por seu
inabalavel sucesso desde a segunda metade do séc. XIX, tem um papel
fundamental nesse processo ao pretender-se interventor social, promotor da
civilizacdo. Assim, este trabalho se prop6s a analisar os discursos proferidos pelos
cirurgibes dentistas participantes dos primeiros Congressos Odontolégicos Latino
Americanos, realizados respectivamente em Montevideo (1920), Buenos Aires
(1925) e Rio de Janeiro (1929). A luz da Nova Histéria Cultural buscou-se colocar
esses discursos e enunciacdes em suspeicdo, analisando-os ndo s6é como
reveladores da realidade cultural na qual foram gestados, mas também como
componentes dessa mesma realidade. A partir da pesquisa foi possivel constatar a
intencionalidade de criacdo de novas sensibilidades, nas quais o corpo, cada vez
mais disciplinado e normatizado pelo saber-poder, torna-se instrumento de
materializacdo do ideario eugénico-higienistas de aperfeicoamento da “‘raca latino-
americana’ .
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ABSTRACT

The main problem of this work is developed around oral health care for children,
especially those from the popular classes, established by knowledge-power and
manifested by the authorized discourse of the medical-dentistry class. Coming
together under the Latin American Dental Federation (F.O.L.A.), dental surgeons
from Latin America undertook a true crusade in favor of the sanitation of oral cavities
at the beginning of the 20th century. XX. The desire for modernity, so present in the
Latin republics during this period, imposed on intellectual elites and governments the
ideal of building new nations, composed of healthy, beautiful, strong individuals,
capable of promoting the development of their countries. Medical knowledge, driven
by its unwavering success since the second half of the century. XIX, plays a
fundamental role in this process by claiming to be a social interventionist, promoter of
civilization. Thus, this work set out to analyze the speeches given by dental surgeons
participating in the first Latin American Dental Congresses, held respectively in
Montevideo (1920), Buenos Aires (1925) and Rio de Janeiro (1929). In the light of
New Cultural History, we sought to place these speeches and statements under
suspicion, analyzing them not only as revealing the cultural reality in which they were
created, but also as components of that same reality. From the research it was
possible to verify the intentionality of creating new sensibilities, in which the body,
increasingly disciplined and standardized by knowledge-power, becomes an
instrument of materialization of the eugenic-hygienist ideas of improvement of the
“Latin race”
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
