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RELACOES QUE SE ESTABELECEM ENTRE RESIDENTES DO ENTORNO
DO PARQUE ESTADUAL DO PICO DO JABRE, PARAIBA, BRASIL

RESUMO

Atualmente, um dos maiores entraves para o gerenciamento de unidades de
conservacdo no Brasil consiste na superacdo de conflitos socioambientais, com
énfase na regularizagdo fundiaria. O objetivo deste trabalho € conhecer como a
populacao do entorno do Parque Estadual do Pico Jabre (PEPJ), estado da Paraiba,
relaciona-se com a unidade de conservacéo (UC) e os conflitos que se estabelecem.
Para isso, foi feito um levantamento de dados secundarios em diversas fontes de
publicacao e relatérios, bem como a aplicacdo de questiondrios aos proprietarios de
terras do entorno do parque, populacéo urbana e comunidades do entorno, além dos
orgaos responsaveis pela administracdo da UC. Verificou-se que, mesmo passados
mais de 30 anos do decreto de criacdo e mais de 20 anos do decreto de ampliacéao
do PEPJ, ndo h& plano de manejo e nem sequer foi feita a regularizacao fundiaria. Os
principais conflitos levantados e observados foram: a caca ilegal, queimadas,
desmatamento, presenca de residuos e torres de transmissao.
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RELATIONSHIPS ESTABLISHED BETWEEN RESIDENTS OF THE
SURROUNDING AREA AND THE PICO DO JABRE STATE PARK, PARAIBA,

ABSTRACT

Currently, one of the biggest obstacles to the management of conservation units in
Brazil is the overcoming of socio-environmental conflicts, with emphasis on land
regularization. The objective of this work is to understand how the population
surrounding the Pico Jabre State Park (PEPJ), state of Paraiba, relates to the
conservation unit (UC) and the conflicts that are established. To this end, a survey of
secondary data was carried out in various sources of publication and reports, as well
as the application of questionnaires to landowners around the park, urban population
and surrounding communities, as well as the bodies responsible for the administration
of the UC. It was found that, even after more than 30 years of the creation decree and
more than 20 years of the PEPJ expansion decree, there is no management plan and
land regularization has not even been carried out. The main conflicts raised and
observed were: illegal hunting, burning, deforestation, presence of waste and
transmission towers.
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
