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RESUMO

O objetivo do presente estudo foi avaliar o conhecimento de graduandos em
Odontologia e de Cirurgides-Dentistas formados por uma instituicdo publica de
ensino superior do Estado da Paraiba, no que diz respeito a ética profissional e aos
pressupostos descritos no Cédigo de Etica Odontolégico (CEO). O estudo
observacional transversal descritivo e analitico, foi realizado por meio da aplicagao
de um questionario contendo informagbdes sociodemograficas e situagdes que
envolviam conflitos éticos relacionados aos direitos e deveres dos profissionais,
publicidade e propaganda, exercicio ilegal da profissdo e infragdes éticas diversas,
adaptadas dos artigos 5, 7, 9, 35, 37 e 44 do CEO e da Resolugdo CFO-196/2019.
Participaram académicos regularmente matriculados e frequentando o curso de
Odontologia da UFCG e cirurgides-dentistas ativos, formados pela UFCG nos
ultimos 5 anos. O estudo foi aprovado pelo CEP (CFP/UFCG n° 5.918.286). O
software estatistico SPSS v. 21.0 foi utilizado para obter as analises estatisticas. As
situagbes éticas que apresentaram mais respostas incorretas pelos graduandos
abordaram a identificagao de instrumentais e equipamentos, competéncias do TSB e
académicos cursando aperfeicoamento. Em relagdo aos cirurgides-dentistas, os
mais prevalentes foram as competéncias do TSB e consulta odontolégica por
aplicativo de mensagem. Os académicos e profissionais apresentaram um bom
conhecimento acerca das variaveis relacionadas ao Cédigo de Etica Odontoldgico,
ressaltando a importancia da disciplina de ética para a formagao profissional uma
vez que houve diferenga no conhecimento ético do graduando antes e apds cursar a
referida disciplina e do conhecimento do profissional comparado ao graduando.
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ABSTRACT

The objective of the present study was to evaluate the knowledge of undergraduate
Dentistry students and Dental Surgeons trained by a public higher education
institution in the State of Paraiba, with regard to professional ethics and the
assumptions described in the Dental Code of Ethics (CEO) . The descriptive and
analytical cross-sectional observational study was carried out through the application
of a questionnaire containing sociodemographic information and situations involving
ethical conflicts related to the rights and duties of professionals, advertising and
publicity, illegal exercise of the profession and various ethical infractions, adapted
from the articles 5, 7, 9, 35, 37 and 44 of the CEO and Resolution CFO-196/2019.
Academics regularly enrolled and attending the UFCG Dentistry course and active
dental surgeons, trained by UFCG in the last 5 years, participated. The study was
approved by the CEP (CFP/UFCG n° 5,918,286). The statistical software SPSS v.
21.0 was used to obtain statistical analyses. The ethical situations that presented the
most incorrect answers by undergraduates addressed the identification of
instruments and equipment, TSB competencies and academics studying
improvement. In relation to dentists, the most prevalent were the TSB skills and
dental consultation via messaging application. Academics and professionals
presented good knowledge about the variables related to the Dental Code of Ethics,
highlighting the importance of the ethics discipline for professional training since
there was a difference in the undergraduate's ethical knowledge before and after
taking the aforementioned discipline and in the knowledge of the professional
compared to the graduate.
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
