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RESUMO

A pandemia da covid-19 afetou indiscriminadamente pessoas no mundo inteiro, mas
evidéncias apontam que idosos representam um grupo potencialmente vulneravel
aos desfechos adversos da doenca. Além da grande ameaca a saude e a vida, a
doenca possibilitou adversidades psicossociais, como a maior exposi¢ao a situacoes
de violéncia. Objetivou-se neste estudo identificar relatos de violéncia contra a
pessoa idosa no contexto da pandemia da covidl9; e analisar as repercussdes da
violéncia contra os idosos no contexto da pandemia da covid-19. Estudo exploratério
qualitativo realizado com 20 idosos selecionados intencionalmente no cenéario da
Atencédo Primaria a Saude (APS) dos municipios de Acari (RN), Conceicdo (PB) e
Sao Jodo do Sabugi (RN). Para a coleta de dados foram utilizados: 1) Questionério
sociodemogréfico; e Il) Roteiro de entrevista semiestruturada. A analise dos dados
foi subsidiada pelo Software IRAMUTEQ, cujo corpus textual com 82,14% de
aproveitamento foi tratado por meio da Classificacdo Hierarquica Descendente
(CHD). Os resultados constituiram seis classes hierarquicamente relacionadas: 1) O
isolamento social e a vulnerabilidade a negligéncia; 2) Determinacao de regras de
convivio: protecdo ou restricdo a liberdade?; 3) Os rearranjos familiares durante a
pandemia: seguranca ou abandono?; 4) A (in)suficiéncia familiar e a ameaca ao
bem-estar do idoso; 5) Repercussdes da pandemia nas atividades da vida diaria; e
6) A desprotecao do idoso a violéncia financeira e patrimonial. Os resultados indicam
a necessidade de ampliar a compreensdo sobre a violéncia contra idosos e
possibilitar reflexdes e medidas de cuidado e protecdo, assim como meios de
identificacdo de casos de violéncia, na perspectiva de minimizar e combater a sua
ocorréncia nessa populacéo.
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ABSTRACT

The Covid-19 pandemic has indiscriminately affected people around the world, but
evidence suggests that elderly people represent a group potentially vulnerable to
adverse outcomes from the disease. In addition to the great threat to health and life,
the disease led to psychosocial adversities, such as greater exposure to situations of
violence. The objective of this study was to identify reports of violence against elderly
people in the context of the covidl9 pandemic; and analyze the repercussions of
violence against the elderly in the context of the covid-19 pandemic. Qualitative
exploratory study carried out with 20 elderly people intentionally selected in the
Primary Health Care (PHC) setting in the municipalities of Acari (RN), Conceicdo
(PB) and Sao Joao do Sabugi (RN). For data collection, the following were used: 1)
Sociodemographic questionnaire; and Il) Semi-structured interview script. Data
analysis was supported by the IRAMUTEQ Software, whose textual corpus with
82.14% of success was treated using the Descending Hierarchical Classification
(CHD). The results constituted six hierarchically related classes: 1) Social isolation
and vulnerability to neglect; 2) Determination of rules of coexistence: protection or
restriction of freedom?; 3) Family rearrangements during the pandemic: safety or
abandonment?; 4) Family (in)sufficiency and the threat to the well-being of the
elderly; 5) Repercussions of the pandemic on daily life activities; and 6) The lack of
protection of the elderly against financial and property violence. The results indicate
the need to expand understanding of violence against the elderly and enable
reflections and care and protection measures, as well as means of identifying cases
of violence, with a view to minimizing and combating its occurrence in this population.
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
