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PROSERVACAO DE TRATAMENTOS ENDODONTICOS REALIZADOS NA
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RESUMO

Inimeras dificuldades sdo enfrentadas na terapia endodéntica que podem
influenciar o sucesso ou insucesso do tratamento, culminando com sinais e sintomas
apoés a concluséo do tratamento instituido. Este estudo teve como objetivo realizar a
proservacdo de tratamentos endoddnticos executados na clinica escola de
odontologia da UFCG - Patos, PB. A pesquisa foi do tipo transversal, observacional
e descritiva, com amostra censitaria. Foram incluidos no estudo pacientes com
tratamento endoddntico em dente permanente, concluidos no intervalo entre 6
meses a 5 anos, que ainda apresentasse o dente na boca, totalizando uma amostra
final de 19 pacientes. Foram coletadas informagdes referentes ao tratamento
endodéntico a partir da analise do prontuario dos pacientes. Posteriormente, estes
foram convidados a retornarem a UFCG, a fim de se realizar novo exame do
elemento tratado. Observou-se que 89,5% da amostra era do sexo feminino, o dente
tratado mais prevalente foi o pré-molar (68,4%), sendo o diagndstico de necrose
pulpar o mais observado (78,9%). Nenhum dente apresentou dor, sensibilidade a
percussao ou fistula. Foi obtido uma taxa de sucesso alcancado de 78,9% dos
tratamentos endodoénticos realizados na clinica escola. Assim, comprova-se a
gualidade do ensino e tratamentos realizados neste servi¢co e sua importancia para a
qualidade de vida daqueles que necessitam.
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RETROSPECTIVE ANALYSIS OF ENDODONTIC TREATMENTS PERFORMED
AT THE DENTAL SCHOOL CLINIC OF UFCG - PATOS/PB.

ABSTRACT

Numerous difficulties are faced in endodontic therapy that can influence the
success or failure of the treatment, culminating in signs and symptoms after the
conclusion of the instituted treatment. This study aimed to perform the follow-up of
endodontic treatments carried out at the dental school clinic of UFCG - Patos, PB.
The research was cross-sectional, observational, and descriptive in nature, with a
census sample. Patients with endodontic treatment in permanent teeth, completed
within the range of 6 months to 5 years, and still having the tooth in the mouth were
included in the study, resulting in a final sample of 19 patients. Information regarding
the endodontic treatment was collected from the analysis of patients' records.
Subsequently, they were invited to return to UFCG for a new examination of the
treated tooth. It was observed that 89.5% of the sample was female, and the most
prevalent treated tooth was the premolar (68.4%), with pulp necrosis being the most
observed diagnosis (78.9%). No tooth presented pain, percussion sensitivity, or
fistula. A success rate of 78.9% was achieved for the endodontic treatments
performed at the dental school clinic. Thus, it confirms the quality of education and
treatments provided by this service and its importance for the quality of life of those in
need.
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
